PETITION:


As you read this, our ancient forests are being destroyed at an alarming rate!
The Kimberly-Clark corporation -- makers of products like “Kleenex” and “Cottonelle” – uses massive amounts (over 3.4 million tons each year) of virgin fiber from ancient forests like Canada’s Boreal forest.  Most of this fiber comes from destructive “clear-cut” logging operations that have    a devastating impact on the forest and wildlife using it, such as grizzly bears, woodland caribou, and migratory birds.  As well as contributing to a loss of biodiversity, the depletion of these    forest areas also contributes to global warming because they are prevented from functioning        as carbon sinks.

In North America, less than 19% of the pulp that Kimberly-Clark uses for its tissue products comes from recycled sources and many of the products Kimberly-Clark sells under the brand name “Kleenex” have a very low recycled content, if any at all.  This stands in contrast to many other tissue manufacturers who are actively working to include and increase recycled content in their products.

Greenpeace has been challenging Kimberly-Clark to reduce its impact on ancient forests such as the Boreal by pressuring them to use more recycled fiber in their products and calling on them to exclusively use virgin fiber certified by the Forest Stewardship Council (FSC).  Through Forest and Chain of Custody certification programs, the FSC assures consumers that all certified wood-based products have been manufactured in a way that maintains forest integrity and minimizes environmental impact.

This is a petition from concerned citizens and hotel patrons initiated by Greenpeace volunteers requesting that INTERCONTINENTAL HOTELS GROUP, ITS AFFILIATED CHAINS, AND OTHERS, not purchase Kimberly-Clark tissue products until it dramatically increases the amount of recycled content in its products, and until it both endorses and follows FSC certification in all its operations.
